The billboard contains Northwest Ambulance Services step by step guide to learn CPR (cardio
pulmonary resuscitation).

It also features a QR code that allows pupils to download the Northwest ambulances lifesaving
video onto their mobile phone.

Lives are lost when people collapse in public with cardiac arrest as 90% of bystanders panic
and do not know what to do.

Young people are the next generation of lifesavers.
